Course Description

This course examines the intersection of the public health and criminal justice systems. The convergence
and divergence of each approach is examined with reference to three key exigent areas: (1) theory &
methods, (2) mental health & drugs, and (3) physical health, emotional health, and spirituality. Topic
areas include, though are not limited to, the following: the DSM-IV and abnormal psychology, the
warehousing of the mentally ill, jail diversion programs, CERT training, the physiological aspects of
drugs, as well as efficacious responses to medical conditions such as HIV, hepatitis, and tuberculosis.
Attention is also devoted to the ecological school of thought with particular reference to social capital,
social efficacy, and community development.

Course Requirements

Completion of the following requirements will assist you in accomplishing the learning objectives for this
course: read the assigned text; participate in classroom discussions; and take and complete all exams on
time.

Exams (75%b): Students must take and complete all three exams on time (each representing 25% of the
final grade). Exams will consist of questions developed from the reading assignments, lectures, and any
supplemental information provided. Exam dates are February 5th (Exam 1); March 6th (Exam 2); and
April 22" (Exam 3). Exams are not cumulative, and consist of multiple-choice and true/false questions.
A scantron will be provided for each exam. Students are responsible for taking exams during the
scheduled time. Make-up exams will only be given during extreme, documented circumstances. Grades
will be posted on Blackboard.

Kirkland Tour & Reaction Essay [or] Research Paper (15%): Students will either;

(a) Attend a tour of Kirkland facility (i.e. Broad River) and write a short reaction essay, [or];
(b) Not attend a tour of Kirkland facility and write a longer research paper.

Specific information for both options will be provided during the semester.

Class Debate (109%b): Students will be randomly assigned into groups of two for a class debate. Debate
procedures and directions will be provided during the semester.

Extra Credit: During the semester, extra credit assignments will be introduced periodically. The extra
credit assignments may include group discussions, video exercises, and guest speakers. Extra credit
assignments are designed to most benefit students with good attendance. Please do not ask for extra
credit late in the semester.

Class Attendance: It is in the best interest of the students to attend class regularly, except in cases of
extreme illness or emergency. In the event that students do miss class, they should borrow notes from
someone who attended, in order to maintain continuity when preparing for the course exams. Students
who miss more than five classes will have their final grades for the course reduced by one letter grade.
In accordance with university policy, the “five class rule” stated above applies to absences of any kind,
whether “excused” or unexcused. Students are solely responsible for ensuring that they sign the
attendance roster by the end of each class meeting.
