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Message from the Dean

It has been about one thousand days since we opened the doors of the new College 
of Arts and Sciences at the University of South Carolina.  One thousand days is a 
short time in the history of the College, which opened its doors in 1805, with one 
building, two faculty members, and nine students, nevertheless a thousand days is a 
real touchstone for us.  One thousand days has given us the time to set into motion 
processes that will assure stability and continuity for the College even as we face 
dynamic changes in our state and University environment.  A thousand days represents 
time for us to take stock and consider what we have accomplished together thus far 
and consider how we can better prepare for the future.  And a thousand days is a time 
to celebrate the fact that College faculty and students are conducting cutting edge 
research, writing and creative work that sets the pace for the University’s future. 

Across the various departments, disciplines, and fi elds, in the labs, studios and 
libraries, College faculty and students prove every day the truth of Kurt Lewin’s 
famous dictum: “There is nothing so practical as a good theory.”  One of the 
pioneers of social, organizational and applied psychology, Lewin reminded us that 
scholars create and move their disciplines forward by focusing on the large abstract 
picture and not by addressing a problem or issue in isolation.  That is, whether 
in philosophy or physics, chemistry or art, we are comfortable not only with the 
doing but also with the need to understand and explain the why of the doing.  

Within this framework of basic discovery and creativity, faculty, staff and students 
came together to articulate an uplifting and powerful vision for the College. 

The College of Arts and Sciences aspires to transform the lives of our 
students and improve the world they will inhabit by creating and sharing 
knowledge at the frontiers of the fundamental fi elds of inquiry.  

With its enormous breadth of scholarly, research and artistic interests, the College 
offers an extensive menu of choices for its students, with over one hundred degrees 
and countless possible minors, and more in development every semester.  The 
compelling aspect of our work is that every day in the College, we have the 
opportunity to create something new.  Indeed, this is our mission and our privilege. 
      
This is an exciting time of growth and change at the University, and the College is at the 
center of this positive vortex.  Cited by the Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement 
of Teaching as one of the nation’s top research universities, an honor reserved for 
only 94 universities (63 public universities) in the United States, the University is 



      

justifi ably proud of this achievement.  The Carnegie ranking is dependent not only 
on the dollar amount of research funding and numbers of post-doctoral researchers 
but also on the awarding of Ph.D.s.  The humanities and social sciences led their 
peer groups on this measure of productivity.  Moreover, faculty in the humanities 
and the arts continue to secure prestigious NEH and NEA grants to support their 
research and to produce the books and articles that defi ne their disciplines.  
 
Throughout the fi rst thousand days, we have asserted the centrality of the liberal arts 
to the growth and development of the University of South Carolina as a recognized 
national research university.  As the largest College, we are also the College 
ranked fi rst in both research productivity and student credit hour production.  At 
the crossroads of a number of momentous changes in the life of the university, we 
have refused to cling to a nostalgic or distorted vision of who we were, even as we 
have steadfastly held to our traditions of quality and service.  We have worked to 
articulate our identity and position the College as a strong, stable, unifi ed and well-
defi ned entity.   We have accomplished a great deal in our fi rst thousand days. 

The next thousand days promise to be as busy as the fi rst.  There is a palpable excitement 
in the air as we close out our fi rst thousand days and begin the next phase of the College.   

Throughout the 19th and 20th centuries, many people put their hearts, their 
talents, and their energy into creating the College we have inherited.  It is 
our sincere intent to sustain this trend well into the 21st century.

I hope you enjoy reading this annual report which highlights some of the 
outstanding achievements of our faculty, staff and students in the past year.

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Transforming LivesTransforming Lives  

As the gateway to the university for 
thousands of fi rst-year students, the 
College of Arts and Sciences provides 
over 90% of the fi rst few years of 
coursework.  The dedicated faculty and 
staff of the College touch the lives of 
every student entering the university, 
not just those majoring in any of the 
established humanities, social science, 
or natural science disciplines.  Our goal 
is to challenge, engage, and indeed 
transform, each of these students.

Consisting of twenty-two departments 
and thirteen programs, the College 
serves over 7,000 undergraduate 
students in 40 majors ranging from 
anthropology to marine science to 
women’s studies.  The College also 
offers 36 master’s level programs, 
six certifi cate programs, and 20 
doctoral programs to its almost 
1,200 graduate students.  In fall 
2006 the College provided 173,059 
credit hours of instruction, 51% 
of all instruction offered at the 
University of South Carolina.

Along with traditional classroom 
instruction our students have numerous 
opportunities to engage in experiential 
learning.  The collegiate experience 
as a whole yields intellectual, 
personal, and emotional growth for 

all students.  However, it is often 
those experiences that occur outside 
the classroom that truly transform 
a student’s life.  For example:

Ivy Tran, one of six undergraduates 
conducting research in Professor 
John Lavigne’s chemistry lab, 
led a research project that could 
result in the development of a 
consumer test kit that would 
reveal if food is spoiled or 
safe to eat. Tran presented the 
new diagnostic kit -- described 
as a disposable “dipstick” -
- at a meeting of the American 
Chemical Society in Chicago. 

Undergraduate students in 
Susan Houge’s “The Digital 
Documentary” media arts course 
worked with graduate students 
in Public Health to create a 
documentary on health care in 
South Carolina.  The students used 
interviews with patients, caregivers 
and administrators at three health 
care delivery centers to explore 
the social issues surrounding 
access to health care for rural and 
other under served populations.

With a major in Marine Science, 
Rachel Kefalos enriched her

educational experience working 
as a volunteer for the Nature 
Conservancy and with the US Fish 
and Wildlife Services in Hawaii.  
Her studies in the Marine Science 
program put her in contact with 
the USC Herbarium and with 
the salt marshes of the South 
Carolina coast.  As a result, for 
her senior honors thesis, Rachel 
is writing a travel guide on the 
natural history of South Carolina 
fl ora and fauna under the direction 
of Professor Rudy Mancke. 

These experiences infl uence the 
decisions our students make about the 
next phase of their lives.  A semester 
abroad may lead to a career in the 
foreign service, a stint in the Peace 
Corps, or a lifelong commitment 
to assisting an International Non-
governmental Organization.  An 
internship may confi rm a career choice 
or lead to a job offer.  A research 
project may spark an interest in 
graduate school.  The most rewarding 
experiences are those that challenge 
the mind, nourish the spirit and 
develop character.  Our challenge as a 
College is to provide a broad range of 
opportunities so that every student will 
have a truly transformative encounter.

Each year the three-week Maymester 
session provides students with unique 

opportunities to explore the world 
in fresh ways.  The following are 
three examples from May 2007.

Archaeology Field School
This intensive fi eld program introduced 
students to archaeological fi eldwork, 

laboratory work, excavation, 
mapping, and other archaeological 
skills. Excavations took place at the 
Mann-Simons site, a collection of 
nineteenth and twentieth century 

urban African American domestic and 
commercial spaces in Columbia, SC.

China: Tradition and Transformation
Students on this two-week study 

tour experienced the transformation 
of China fi rsthand.  The course 
compared and contrasted the 
effects of both the Communist 

Revolution and the Reform era on 
everyday life.  Students considered 
the question of how the spread of 

consumerism will continue to re-make 
China in the twenty-fi rst century.

The Holocaust in Poland
Students in this course visited the 

sites of several death camps, including 
Auschwitz, Treblinka, and Madanek, 
as well as the major centers of pre-
war Jewish culture and learning in 
the cities of Warsaw and Crakow. 

Students encountered a narrative of 
Polish suffering under Nazi occupation 
which asserts the uniqueness of Polish 

suffering under German occupation.

Undergraduate Research Initiative

The College is an active participant in the Undergraduate Research Initiative.  The campus-wide program is designed to 
connect faculty mentors with undergraduate students who desire a hands-on experience in a chosen fi eld of study.   The 
program includes every discipline from traditional research areas such as the sciences and engineering to non-traditional 
fi elds such as theater and music.

Nic Ularu, Theatre and Dance, is the 
co-designer and curator of the United 
States entry at the Prague Quadrennial 
Exhibition of 2007, an international 
competitive exhibition of scenography 
and theatre architecture.  Through 
their studies of bird populations 
living near the site of the Chernobyl 
nuclear accident, Tim Mousseau, 
Biological Sciences, and his colleagues 
from France have extended our 
understanding of the connection 
between antioxidents and the ability 
of these birds to resist the detrimental 
effects of free radicals.

Research conducted within the College 
regularly receives peer review and 
fi nancial support on a national level.  
The faculty successfully competed 
for funding from a number of federal 
agencies including the Department 
of Agriculture, the Department of 
Defense, the Department of Education, 
the Department of Energy, the 

Environmental Protection Agency, 
the Department of  Health and 
Human Services, the Department 
of the Interior, the Department of 
Justice, the National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration, the National 
Endowment for the Arts, the National 
Endowment for the Humanities, 
the National Institutes of Health, 
National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration, the National Science 
Foundation, the State Department, and 
the Department of Transportation.

The College continues to lead the 
university in levels of external funding.  
As the largest single recipient of 
external funding, the College accounts 
for 24% of all external funds received 
by the university.  As of April 2007, 
the College had received over 21 
million dollars in new federal awards 
and an additional 3 million in funding 
from state, local and philanthropic 
sources.  These funds, and the indirect 
cost reimbursements associated 
with them, support the research staff 
and infrastructure which directly 
benefi t the State of South Carolina.

New insights, understanding and 
theories about human behavior and the 
physical world are created, tested, and 

applied in the laboratories, libraries, 
classrooms and offi ces of the College. 
The impact of our creative activity 
extends well beyond the laboratory, 
library, and studio.  Faculty integrate 
what they are learning and experiencing 
into the classroom.  Students are 
exposed to cutting edge research, 
emerging theories of human behavior, 
and the most current techniques.  In 
our College, the best scholars are also 
the best teachers, dedicated to sharing 
the latest discoveries, theories, and 
points of view with their students.

The College provides an intellectual 
community where faculty and students 
discover, examine, integrate, preserve 
and communicate knowledge, 
wisdom and values.  Students at 
every level are direct participants in 
the process of intellectual discovery.  
As essential members of research 
teams graduate and undergraduate 
students work with faculty and staff 
to push the frontiers of knowledge 
to new heights.  Through programs 
such as the Undergraduate Research 
Initiative the College continually 
seeks opportunities to include new 
perspectives and the widest  possible 
range of voices in the creative process.

The College continually strives to 
fi nd new ways to share knowledge 
and enhance avenues of collaboration.  
Historically, universities have been 
organized by specializations.  This 
method has effectively created 
strengths in many areas, but it also 
requires vigilance to avoid insularity 
between disciplines.  The issues our 
students will face as they take on 
more prominent roles in our society 
demand a depth and a breadth of 
knowledge as well as the ability to 
communicate across a number of 
boundaries.  Scholars must be willing 
to venture beyond the frontiers of 
their own disciplines to address 
ever more complex questions.  

To this end the College is actively 
involved in the Faculty Excellence 
Initiative (FEI), an innovative program 
to recruit clusters of scholars who will 
build interdisciplinary programs and 
collaborate on research projects and 
other scholarly and artistic endeavors.   
We have built stronger programs in 
international studies including Chinese 
Studies, Islamic Studies, African 
Studies, and National Security Studies.  
This year, we have also received 
the funding to start a Jewish Studies 

program, to add faculty expertise in 
African American and Black Atlantic 
literature, and to build  Science and 
Technology Studies.  Indeed, with 
the funding provided through the FEI 
program, we have added strength 
in a number of key scientifi c and 
artistic areas in the College and built 
stronger cross-college collaborations.  
These initiatives build on existing 
faculty strengths but add new 
directions to help shape our future.

The faculty has also been successful 
in their efforts to collaborate 
with institutions and individuals 
outside of USC.  For example:

McKissick Museum
Combining art and esthetics with history, ethics, philosophy, anthropology, and materials sciences the McKissick
Museum draws upon the resources of the university, the State of South Carolina, and its own collections to support its 
mission of documentation and education relating to the cultural heritage and natural environment of South Carolina and
the Southeast.

This year the museum featured the following exhibits:

A Call to All:  The Great War Summons the Palmetto State
April 2007 marks the ninetieth anniversary of the United States’ entry into World War I.  The war not only had a major impact 
on the nation, but on individual states, cities and towns.  A Call to All explores the many means of propaganda employed by the
U.S. Government to encourage soldiers and their families to support the war effort. This exhibition presents a view of how South 
Carolinians became involved in the war effort and how the war affected the Palmetto State. 

A Road Less Taken
For photographer James Henderson, the 2377 mile journey along US-1 is about “what is lost and what is found.  As our society 
changes, the world around the road--and the road itself--changes. What I fi nd fascinating are the pockets of history that still stick out 
from the modern creation, and the modern creation that continually replaces the old.” When I-95 became the main artery for North/
South travel along the East Coast in 1957, route US-1 slowly faded, even deteriorated. Not only did this occur to the roadway itself,
but to the landscape, the structures, businesses, and communities that dotted this original interstate. Times change and so does 
what was once new. Along every stretch of the road a sense of place can be discovered.

Leaving Our Mark: The Impact of Student Life at the University of South Carolina
The heart of any university lies not with the buildings or the books, but with the students. Since 1805, when the South Carolina
College held its fi rst classes, students have played a vital role in the development of campus life. During this time students have 
been instrumental in the growth of religious life and sports, and the development of student government and Greek organizations. 

Small Wonders: Insect Photos by Fran Hall
The pioneering work of nature photographer and environmentalist Fran Hall is highlighted in this exhibit.  Hall’s early efforts in 
fi lmmaking helped establish the now popular genre of documentary nature fi lms. The collection of photos in this exhibit celebrates
Hall’s lifelong appreciation for the wonders of the insect world, skillfully revealed through his remarkable close-up photography.

Talking with the Turners: Southern Traditional Pottery 
In the late 1970s, USC art professor Dr. Charles Mack traveled the state documenting South Carolina’s traditional pottery makers
and collecting examples of their craft for the Museum’s collections. This exhibit brought together the voices of these master potters 
with 50 pieces from the pottery collection.

Telling Our Story: 30 Years at McKissick Museum 
2006 marked the 30th anniversary of McKissick Museum. Highlights of the exhibit were the important additions to the museum’s 
object and archival collections, research projects, past exhibitions, teaching and public service.

The Museum was also honored with a grant from the South Carolina Arts Commission and recognized as a key partner 
in a project funded by the National Endowment for the Humanities to explore the role of South Carolina in World War I.
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Improving the WorldImproving the World

The College serves as a community and 
cultural resource. Each year hundreds 
of people learn about South Carolina 
history from Professor Walter Edgar’s 
lecture series or learn to appreciate 
great works of literature from Professor 
Janet Turner Hospital’s Caught in the 
Creative Act.  The College sponsors 
numerous public events, including the-
ater productions, art exhibits, lectures, 
symposia, and educational programs 
for children and adults.  

Our faculty, students and staff, how-
ever, are not content to merely host the 
community on our campus.  We also 
cultivate an active role in the broader 
task of community growth and devel-
opment.   We join the citizens of the 
State of South Carolina in the process 
of fi nding real solutions to our collec-
tive challenges.  Recognizing that the 
challenges we face are not limited to 
the geographic boundaries of the state, 
the College strives to make a difference 
locally, nationally, and globally.  

Committed to the practical application 
and relevance of research and teaching, 
the College works cooperatively with 
local, national and global communities 
to act as a catalyst for positive change 
in Columbia, South Carolina, the 
United States, even the world.

Global Impact: The Walker Institute

The University of South Carolina’s Walker Institute for International and 
Area Studies was selected by the American Association of University 
Administrators to receive the 2007 Nikolai Khaladjan International Award 
for Innovation in Higher Education, recognizing the Walker Institute for 
its contributions in advancing international study and research. Previous 
winners of the award include Ohio State University and St. George’s College-
University of London. 

Dr. Jerome Neuner, chairman of the AAUA’s awards committee and 
associate vice president of academic affairs at Canisius College, said the 
institute’s lectures and events, faculty associates, publications and Gordon 
Smith’s leadership as a renowned scholar caught the committee’s attention.   
“The Khaladjan award recognizes units that have created interesting or 
unusual exchange programs, have started a program to foster international 
understanding or have helped academic programs internationalize their 
curricula,” said Neuner. “The Walker Institute contributes to all those missions 
at a very high level of excellence.” 

The Walker Institute for International and Area Studies was founded in 1961 
by the late Richard L. Walker, a former U.S. ambassador to Korea. More 
than 125 faculty from a broad range of disciplines are associated with the 
institute, which actively promotes international affairs through colloquia, 
conferences and the Palmetto Forum, a luncheon seminar for professionals in 
the community. In addition to those activities, faculty participate in numerous 
research groups, including ones on displaced peoples; European regional 
ethnic, religious and national identities; and national security, terrorism and 
counter-terrorism. 

With grant funding from the U.S. State Department, the Walker Institute 
conducts an annual six-week summer workshop to train scholars from 
different countries on U.S. foreign policy. The program, now in its sixth year, 
has trained more than 100 scholars from 45 countries, many of whom have 
assumed high-ranking positions in their respective governments.

NEH Summer Institute 

on Public History

Long a leader in their fi eld, the 
Public History Program at the 
University of South Carolina 

(USC) has been selected to host 
a 2007 National Endowment for 
the Humanities (NEH) Summer 

Institute for College and University 
Teachers titled, “African-American 
History as Public History: South 

Carolina as a Case Study”.

Using their own work as exemplars, 
the directors of the Public History 
Program will work with university 

professors and independent 
scholars from across the United 
States to explore ways in which 
cultural institutions like archives 
and museums, historic houses, 
state and national parks, state 
and local historic preservation 

organizations, and state and local 
historical societies help to teach 
and interpret African-American 
history to an interested public.

Seminar participants will return 
to their classrooms and their 

communities equipped to include 
an awareness of public history 
practices in their teaching and 

research.  They will also be 
better prepared to  share with a 
broader public the resources of 

our nation’s history and heritage. 

Regional Impact: Crossing the Language Barrier

With about one thousand students each semester, the Spanish program is a
major division within the Department of Languages, Literatures and Cultures.  
Alongside its classroom activities the program has also cultivated a strong
outreach component that connects their students with South Carolina’s ever-
growing Hispanic population.

“We’re here to teach Spanish, but we’re also trying to facilitate our students’ 
interaction with the Spanish-speaking culture,” said David Hill, director of the 
Spanish program.

That interaction takes several forms including:

a literacy program for Hispanic mothers and children offered at St. Joseph’s 
School in Columbia. Many students assist as volunteers, mostly working with the
children while the mothers receive instruction. 

internships with Spanish-speaking clients as part of  a course titled Working 
with Hispanic Clients in which students complete 20-hour internships in law s
enforcement, medicine, education, business, and social work areas.

students in Spanish for Health Professionals who learn Spanish medicals
terminology, then visit migrant worker health clinics to practice their language 
skills.

students in intermediate Spanish classes who write bilingual story books and read 
them to students at a local elementary school.

students in the honors sections of elementary Spanish classes who get 
involved in community exploration activities, which may include service such as
volunteering with Hispanic patients at Columbia’s free medical clinic.

several Spanish students who have worked with migrant farmworkers each 
summer as part of “Into the Fields” internships sponsored by the Durham, N.C.-
based Student Action with Farmworkers (SAF). “I’ve seen students changed 
before my eyes,” Hill said. “Two former students are now immigration lawyers, 
one joined a migrant medicine program, and one is now co-director of SAF.” 

The Spanish program also offers a language course for South Carolina’s law 
enforcement community and fi elds community requests for translations and 
interpretations. Faculty member Tania Chipman also serves as the program’s 
volunteer coordinator, helping students fi nd paid and volunteer positions with
for-profi t and not-for-profi t agencies that work with Hispanics.

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Local Impact:  Science Quest

Founded in 2002 Science Quest, an after-school science and technology program, connects USC geology, 
marine science, and public health master and doctoral students with energetic middle school students in city 
parks to make miniature volcanoes, electro-magnets, and solar ovens.

“Science Quest originally started at Hand Middle School in conjunction with the Fast Forward Community 
Technology Center.  When it began, it was staffed by adult volunteers. “We got involved with it and started 
recruiting our graduate students to help out,” said Claudia Benitez-Nelson, a geological sciences associate 
professor. “The middle school students love the experiments in the parks, and they like the graduate students, 
too, because they’re cool.”  

Thanks to a new National Science Foundation grant USC was able to expand the program this school year.  
USC graduate students held their once-per-week science clubs at Martin Luther King Jr. Park and Hampton 
Park. Each group of three or fi ve middle school students met with their “coaches” for 10 to 12 weeks, 
conducting simple but fun experiments that illustrate basic science concepts.

The new NSF grant paid for weather stations and other simple equipment needed for the experiments.
At the end of the semester, the students help build a web site explaining their experiments and what they 
learned from them. 

“We’ve seen many of the middle school students improve their grades and earn honors in science classes,” 
Benitez-Nelson said. “If we can increase their excitement and help improve their grades, that’s a great thing. 
Ultimately, programs like Science Quest can help fi ll the pipeline with students who are interested in science, 
particularly minority students.”

So far, about 40 graduate students have worked with about 80 middle school students. “It’s also had an 
impact on a lot of our graduate students,” Benitez-Nelson said. “Their involvement is changing their outlook 
on outreach and education.  I tell my graduate students that if they can learn to explain a scientifi c concept to 
middle school students, they’ll be able to teach anyone.”

Lauren Madden is a prime example. As a graduate student Madden volunteered with Science Quest.  After 
graduation, Madden was thrilled when a teaching position opened at Hand Middle School in 2004. She taught 
there for two years, “taking the students on environmental science fi eld trips, dissecting frogs and worms, 
and generally making my classroom fl oors sticky with the products of chemical reactions.”  Madden now is a 
science education research associate at a private research fi rm, making good use of her scientifi c research 
experience and tour of duty as a middle school science teacher.

Planned Giving - Extending the Legacy

 Dr. Vasa Cate (Biology, ‘64) and his wife Brenda have made a 
planned gift which will create a needs-based undergraduate scholar-
ship for a South Carolina resident who plans to attend medical school. 
“There are currently 22,000 students at the University of South Carolina 
who receive some kind of fi nancial aid,” says Cate, “and most of them 
are also holding down jobs.  Scholarships can really make a tremen-
dous difference in these students’ ability to stay in school and do well 
enough in their classes to achieve their professional goals.”
 First-hand experience showed Cate just what kinds of doors a 
College of Arts & Sciences education can open. “I was the fi rst person 
in my family to go to college,” Vasa Cate says.  “I loved biology as a 
child and was always interested in what doctors did, but I never thought 
I could actually be a doctor myself.”  Encouraged by his success at 
South Carolina, he went on to MUSC and eventually became one of the 
Columbia area’s most prominent gastroenterologists.  
 For Cate, and for many of his friends, getting through college 
meant hard work both inside the classroom and beyond.  “My parents 
supported me in every way they could,” he says.  “But they couldn’t pay 
for college.  I couldn’t have gone to South Carolina if I hadn’t grown 
up in St. Andrews, where I lived close enough to stay with my parents 
and commute in.  And I couldn’t have paid for school without working.  
When I was a student in the 1960s, there was very little scholarship 
money available.  So if you wanted a college education, you had to fi nd 
a way to pay your own way.”  Cate and his friends held down various 
part-time jobs during their time at South Carolina:  cooking, working in a 
warehouse, and in one case answering phones at a funeral home.  
 When the Cates wanted to give back to an institution that had 
supported them, they thought immediately of the College of Arts & Sci-
ences and of the 22,000 University of South Carolina students who cur-
rently need fi nancial assistance to realize their own dreams of graduat-
ing from college.  “The University was there for me and my friends, and 
it made a tremendous difference in my life,” Vasa Cate says. “So we 
want to be there for it.  And I like knowing that, because the University 
helped me reach the position where Brenda and I are able to give back, 
we’ll be helping future South Carolina students achieve a less arduous 
road to success.”
