Donald J. Puchala Named
as First Ho Ider of t he
James F. And Maude B . Byrnes
Chair of I nternatio nal Studies

The Department of Political Science is proud to
announce that Professor Donald J. Puchala has
been appointed as the first chair holder of the
James F. and Maude B. Byrnes Chair of
International Studies. Established in 1992 along
with the James F. and Maude B. Byrnes Chair of
Government (currently held by Ann Bowman),
this chair was funded from the estate of the
distinguished former United States Secretary of
State. Prior to becoming Secretary of State in
1945, James Byrnes also served as Director of
the Office of War Mobilization in 1943-1944, and
Director of War Mobilization and Reconversion in
1944-1945. Before that he had served as
Congressman and Senator from South Carolina,
and then as Associate Justice of the United
States Supreme Court, 1941-1942. After World
War Il, Byrnes was elected Governor of South
Carolina, serving from 1951-1955.

It is fitting that a Chair named after such a
distinguished public servant be first awarded to
such a distinguished scholar of international
politics. From 1982 through 2001 Dr. Puchala
served as Director of the University of South
Carolina’s Richard L. Walker Institute of
International Studies; prior to that he served as
Director of Columbia University School of
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International Affairs. He is the author, co-author
or editor of 13 books, including the recently
published Theory and History of International
Relations (2003). Before being awarded the
James F. and Maude B. Byrnes Chair of
International Studies, Dr. Puchala was the
Charles L. Jacobson Professor of Public Affairs.

The West For um
on the Cu tting Ed ge
of State P olitics

On Wednesday, October 15, 2003, the John C.
West Forum on Politics and Policy held its first
public event of the academic year - “The Taxman
Cometh! But From Where...?” - focusing on State
tax policy and the funding of K-12 education. In
keeping with its avowed purpose to “promote the
civic values of broadly informed democratic
politics involvement” as well as to “advance public
understanding of political processes,” State
Representative Rick Quinn (R-Richland) and
State Representative Vincent Sheheen (D-
Kershaw) used the West Forum for their first
extended public presentation of a radically new
proposal for funding State education needs. As
the two principal authors of a bi-partisan bill
sponsored by over twenty other members of the
House, Quinn and Sheheen explained the
complexities as well as the fundamental changes
involved in H4411, a General Bill to enact the
school equity and property tax relief act. They
also explained how the bill, which has not yet
been introduced into legislation, has been
evolving since they first proposed it last Summer.
Their proposals have already attracted a great
deal of attention from supporters and critics alike:
it calls for a 2 percent increase in the state sales
tax as a trade-off for abolishing the property tax
as a source of school funding.
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Moderated by Blease Graham, Director of the
West Forum and Professor of Political Science,
the panel also included Robert Davis, the Chief
Financial Officer for Richland School District 2,
and Professor James Bradley from the USC
Department of Economics, who commented on
the various strengths and weaknesses of the
proposal. A lively panel discussion was followed
by questions from the audience.

As Professor Graham noted prior to the event,
“The West Form is what we call a ‘leadership
incubator;’ basically, we want students to be in
dialogue with notable public servants.”
