This hour-long broadcast, filmed on location in Oman and Iraq in April, 2011, premiered last week. Archaeologist Jeff Rose embarks on a journey to understand how the destructive forces of water came to inspire the biblical story of Noah’s Ark and the great flood. Dr. Rose believes that a massive flood once swallowed a landmass as big as Great Britain, created the Persian Gulf, and sent tribes of Neolithic people into constant retreat from the ever-rising surf. Leading him on his journey deep into southern Iraq is Dr. Jennifer R. Pournelle, a member of USC’s Environment and Sustainability faculty in the School of Earth, Ocean, and Environment. After boating through the Mesopotamian marshlands, and visiting the ancient sites of Eridu and Uruk during pelting rainstorms, Rose agrees that there were probably many floods, and that floodwaters and wetlands were an intimate part of life in the ancient world.
