Bachelor of Science in Retailing

For internal transfers (students already matriculating at USC-Columbia or one of the USC system campuses), applicants currently must have earned a cumulative GPA of at least 2.0 to be accepted into the Retailing major. For external transfers (students matriculating at other higher education institutions, including both two-year and four-year institutions), applicants currently must have earned a cumulative GPA of at least 2.25.

Bachelor of Science in Sport Management

This includes 45 hours of pre-professional courses with a minimum grade point average of 2.5 (out of a possible 4.0) in order to be admitted to the Professional Division of the Department. In addition to meeting all specific academic degree requirements, students must have a minimum GPA of 2.5 on all USC course work in order to receive a degree in Sport and Entertainment Management.
